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Summary

SOCIOLOGY OF ECONOMIC LIFE AND LEGAL BEING

It can be concluded that the relative independence of law is manifest also in the
very development of law, in the fact that law does not come into being only on the
basis of formation of new ecconomic relations. In case of such development of law, a
new legal form is not created for new social relations; the old one is retained and given
new contents on the basis of a different interpretation (construction and application). In
using this old material inherited from thc bygone cpochs and reflecting the previous
economic bases, the new legal theory is incvitably influenced by that material. Conse-
quently, this opinion cannot be completely cquated with the new economic relations.
Such development of law on the basis of ,interpretation, and .precedents, is characteristic
of the English law.

Therefore, in emerging from economic facts as their normative form and reflection,
legal phenomena acquire a special characteristic: relative independence on the basis of
which they produce a feedback effect on the very economic contents they had emerged
from (as form), as well as on other arcas of social superstructure (as contents). This
means that the relative independence of legal phenomena makes it possible for them to
affect the development of society and economy. In the absence of such relative inde-
pendence, legal phenomena would only be a passive reflection of facts and would not
be able to affect their development.

Summary

THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROBLEMS OF THE EVIDENCE - MEANS
OF EVIDENCE AND SOURCE OF EVIDENCE RELATIONSHIP

There are surprisingly many disagreements in the field of theory of evidence in the
criminal adjective law, concerning the basic, initial notions, including: evidence, means
of evidence and source of evidence. The paper deals first with the various interpretations
of the notion of evidence, including a special analysis of the substantive and formal
aspect of this notion, on the basis of which a transition is made to an analysis of the
theoretical and practical problems of the conceptual and factual disharmony in the scope
of the evidence - means of evidence - source of evidence relationship. The essence of
the nature of the means of evidence lies in a special linkage between evidence and means
of evidence, in their complementariness. The gnoseological element of evidence is not
determined in advance, so that it can be neither determined by law nor be generalised
normatively, since all concrete disputable situations are extremely differing ones and do
not permit any unification in the probation proceedings. In that respect, the necessity
for the court evidence to be legally valid means the necessity for a given cognition to
be procedurally formed in the normatively determined manner, which can be done on
the basis of strict regulation of the means of evidence. On the other hand, a means of
evidence should also be suitable for obtaining evidence from the relevant source, meaning
that it should be suited to the source of evidence, which is why, for example, an expert,
as a source of evidence, prefers the giving of expert opinion rather than investigation
or testimony.

The fact that a means of evidence links up in a special way the source of evidence
and subject matter of evidence - because of which a fully determined complementariness,
the non-observance of which produces specific consequences, is always essential - points
at certain important practical implications of this matter in the law of evidence.

of the public, policy makers, and academician alike. Theories of punishment abound.
As a penologist observed:

«There are three traditional views of what we are doing when we punish: (a) that we
are attempting to deter or prevent future crime or wrongdoing; (b) that we are attempting
to referm a person who has done wrong; and (c) that we are indulging in retribution,
inflicting 2 just return on the wrongdoer for an offense.,’

The relative merits and efficacy of different theories of punishment polarizes political
debates and sets national agenda.® No definitive answer or common consensus is in sight.

The issue of fairness
becomes a dominant concern. The unfairness issue was most graphically illustrated by the
case United States v Berman '° wherein, the defendant Bergman, a white collar criminal,
who defrauded the government a total of $1.2 million in Medicaid and tax was only given
a sentence of 4 months.!! The New York Times squarely raised the issue:

«A second popular notion about sentencing is that it should show the criminal justice
system to be even-handed. At a time when the Legislature is moving toward mandatory
sentences of three years for juveniles convicted of serious crimes, a four month sentence
for a rich felon, guilty of a million-dollar fraud, can only reinforce cynicism about the
realities of equal justice under the law., 12

The fact that the white collar criminals are being treated more leniently is no longer
in doubt. 12 The only question is whether the disparity in treatment is justified or more to

The study of whitecollar crime has been plagued by a lack of definitional focus.!®
The problem started with Sutherland. He first defined the term ,white-collar crime, as
«crime committed by a person of respectability and high social status in the course of his
occupation, but proceeded te include in his book fraud in different repair businesses, fraud
in income tax return, and fraud by a shoe salesman.!® Later, Clinard and Quinney who
divided white collar crimes in two categories - woccupational crime, (yoffenses committed
by individuals for themselves in the course of their occupations and the offenses of
employees against their employers,) and ,corporate crime, (,the offenses committed by
corporate officials for their corporation and the offenses of the corporation itself,).” Yet
a third classification is possible - that of organizational criminality.'® A business corporation
is a legal entity recognized by the state and vested with rights and responsibilities to facilitate
the transaction of business, public or private. Though the definition is restricted to legally
incorporated entities, the reasoning and findings of this study may have broader applica-
tions, e.g. they equally apply to other organizational such as business partnership or street
gang. In fact The Proposed Guidelines for Sentencing of Organizations of the U.S.
Sentencing Commission (46 CrL 2001 - 2024) defined organization broadly as ,a person
other than individual,.'® Thus defined organizations include corporations, unions, and
partnerships. The broader conceptual framework for analysis, which this study dees not
address and only tangentially deals with, is the fairness of punishing collectivity acting
through its members. cannot be answered by other consequentialist theories 20 - i.e. with
reference to deterrence 2! or rehabilitation.

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Fundamentally, two fairness arguments exist: Is the imposed sanction fair to the
oindividual, criminal? '® This question encompasses two questions: (1) Whether it is ever
just to punish the collective for the work of the individual? This is the attribution of guilt
issue. (2) Whether it is just to punish the individual for the work of the collective? This
is the collective guilt issue. 1 Is it fair to othcrs who are .similarly, situated? The first
deals with individual justice issues, the later distributive justice ones. Scholars and the
public who are concerned with sentencing disparity have been more concerned with the
second question than the first. Ultimately, the question that needs to be answer is: on
account of our understanding of the retribution thcory what punishment properly fits
corporate crime and criminal? More generally, does retribution theory help us in setting
punishment for the corporate criminals? This paper is devoted these issue.

There are two reasons why the study of criminal responsibility and moral culpability
of a corporation is in order:

First, business organizations diverge from individuals in two key dimensions. First,
corporations as legally created entity are vested with rights and responsibilities not shared
by individuals. Second, corporations are rational entity, not capable of thought and fcclings.
Thus our traditional notion of criminal responsible and common understanding of moral
culpability may not apply to them. 2® As obscrved by Fisse:

.The concept of wrongdoer is highly individualistic. It presupposes personal qualities:
the capacity to have an intention and choice... (with organization offenders) ... The focus
is on a social condition, not incidents of wrongdoing, and also on the bureaucratic dynamics
that produce that condition... the costs and burden of reformation are placed on the
organization, not because it has done wrong, in either a literal or metaphorical sense, for
its neither intention nor will, but because reform is nceded to remove a threat to constitu-
tional values by the operation of the organization., 2!

Second, corporate America holds disproportionate and pervasive influence in eco-
nomic, social and political matters. 22 Corporation is fast becoming .the, way of doing
business and a fact of life. 2 How they should be dcalt with is an important concern to
the scholars, public and policy makers. 2 The most controversial issuc is whether corporate

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criminality should be dealt with civilly or criminally. If they should be punished who and
how should they be punished? * Both questions hinge on our understanding of the justifi-
cations for punishment in general, and retribution in particular. This paper is divided into
three parts. Part 1 discusses the theoretical framework of retribution and its related
principles. Part I provides some observations, comments, and critiques about the applica-
tion of retribution theory to corporate criminality. Does the retribution theory apply to
corporale crime? What kinds of corporate misconduct should be punished? Who should
be punished? How much should they be punished? What are some of the conceptual and
practical difficulties in applying the retribution principles to corporate criminality? Part I11
provides a summary and conclusion to the paper. The major thesis of this paper is that the
retribution theory of punishment cannol be made to apply to corporate criminals without
some very major revisions to its underlying premises.

Introduction

Retribution, 26 deterrence 27 and rehabilitation 28 are the three most commonly recog-

nized justifications for, imposing punishment. # Of the three, retribution has the most
instinctive appeal. * It is the oldest *! and most universally accepted. * It is certainly the
most popular with the general population. ** It has been accepted as a proper objective to
punish by the Supreme Court. *

The tradition or classical school*
Retribution and moral right

Immanuel Kant best summed up the classical or pure retribution tradition:

Juridical Punishment can never be administered merely as a means for promoting
ancther Good either with regard to the Criminal himself or to Civil Society but must in all
cases be imposed only because the individual on whom it is inflicted has committed a
Crime. But what is the mode and measure of Punishment which Public Justice takes as its
principle and Standard? It is the just scale of Equality ... Hence it may be said: .If you
slander another, you slander yourself: if you steal from another, you steal from yourself,
if you kill another, you kill yourself..... Whoever has committed Murder, must die. There
is, in this case, no juridical substitute or surrogate, that can be given or taken for the
satisfaction of justice. There is no Likeness or proportion between Life, however painful,
and Death; and therefore there is no Equality between the crime of Murder and the
retaliation of it but what is judicially accomplished by the exccution of the Criminal... Even
if a Civil Society resolved to dissolve itself with the consent of all of its member... the last
murderer lying in the prison ought to be executed before the resolution was carried out...
for otherwise they might all be regarded as participators in the murder as a public violation
of Justice 4

Hegel argued for punishment as an annulment of a crime - or righting a wrong. Thus
we are obligated to punish so as ,to annul the crime, which otherwise would have been
valid, and to restore the right., 46 A crime is a denial of a moral principle; a punishment
is thus required to restore the principle's vitality and integrity. Punishment is thus not to
pay back the victim or society, but to ratify the deficit in morality to a place.4” The criminal
also deserves and expects the punishment because .If we respect personality, we must
respect responsibility. If we respect responsibility, we must respect the right of the offender
to be punished for their offence. , 48

Functional restributionism?®?

Functional retributionists also believe in a right to punish. Unlike, classical
retributionists, the functional retributionists postulate that the punishment is functional to
promote other worthy goals. Suffering is thus not intrinsically good but justified with
respect to other goals.

Retribution and social fairness

Retribution as social fairness is built on the foundation of social contract. *Thomas
Hobbes observed that men in nature have no right but liberty. He must kill or be killed
in order to survive. Civil government is formed to tame the individual will for the benefits
of all. 5! Rousseau observed that ,man was born frce, and every where he is in chain., #
Individualism gives way to collectivism in the promotion of general welfare. .The need
of self-preservation dictated a contract, formed by the free will of all; and the society so
created in the establishment of justice and the attaiminent of ... morality. ., ** Social contract
theorists provide the justification for punishment based on a breach of contract. Those
who enjoyed the benefits of a civilized society are expected to give something in return,
i.e. obedience to rule. * Morris argued that the retributive punishment is due because an
individual, in violating a criminal law, takes ,unfair advantage, of the society and its
members. Like the other social contract theorists he observed that social rules are for the
benefits of all. The fundamental rules of criminal law are to prohibit violence and decep-
tions thus benefiting all those whom come under its protection. The benefit a person derives
is a sense of security as those envisioned by Hobbes. It consists of security of non-inter-
ference by others and general protection. When a person violates a law, he is breaching

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the boundary of self-restrain at the expense of others. Punishment is justified to remove
the unfair advantages enjoyed by the criminal and restoring the equilibrium of relative
benefits and burdens before the disruption. 33

Retribution and social solidarity

Durkheim argued that though punishment is mechanic and non-reflective, it does serve
useful functions. ,Its true function is to maintain cohesion intact, while maintaining all its
vitality in the common conscience., Punishment serves an affirmative function in the
process of rejecting wrong. It also serves to heal the wound inflicted upon the collective
sentiments. The denial of punishment in the face of wrong will lead to a general breakdown
of social solidarity. Crime without punishment will result in moral decay and social
disintegration.

Retribution and social symbolism

Feinberg observed that:

Punishment is a conventional device for the expression of attitudes of resentment and
indignation and of judgments of disapproval and reprobation on the part of the punishing
authority himself or of those ,in whose name, the punishment is inflicted. Punishment, in
short, has a symbolic significance largely missing from other kinds of penalties. ..

Punishment surely expresses the community's strong disapproval of what the criminal
did. Indeed, it can be said that punishment expresses the judgment (as distinct from any
emotion) of the community that what the criminal did was wrong. It is a symbolic way of
getting back at the criminal, of expressing a kind of vindictive resentment by the community
as a whole.

If we reserve the less dramatic term ,resentment, for the various vengeful attitudes
and the term ,reprobation, for the stern judgment of disapproval, then perhaps we can
charactc;gizc condemnation (or denunciation) as a kind of fusing of resentment an repro-
bation.

In this sense, retribution acts as a social condemnation serving useful social functions
and purposes. It makes possible the performance of such symbolic functions as .authori-
tative disavowal,, * ,symbolic non-acquiescence,,® ,vindication of the law,,% and ,ab-
solution of others., ® The great jurist and legal historian Stephen were quick to add that
the infliction of punishment legitimizes vengeance. Punishment ratifies hatred excited by
the commission of an offense. ,Deliberate anger and righteous disapprobation, is a proper
and healthy release of penned up emotion.®

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Retribution and revenge

Justice Holmes once observed that retribution is but vengeance in disguise.*® To the
general public, the two terms are hardly distinguishable. % Historically, private grievances
were settled by blood feuds. Personal revenge was accepted and expected. ® Conceptually
retribution is not to be confused with revenge. Hegel rightly observed that: ,2When the
right against crime has the form of revenge, it is only right implicit, not right in the form
of right, i.e. no act of revenge is justified.,!

Revenge is personal in nature and cmotional in substance. It satisfies an internal
psychological need.®? Our yawning for vengeance may have a more enduring biological-
physiological roots.®* Penalty is made equivalent to grievance felt by the victim.# Retribu-
tion is found on a universal principle. It is based on reason supported by logic. Penalty is
made proportionate to the gravity of the crime.® Revenge resulted from a harm done to
an injured person. ,Retribution is done for a wrong, while revenge may be done for any
injury or harm or slight and need not be a wrong.,% The most significant difference for
our purpose is that revenge is not bound by any principle other than to quench the thirst
of vengeance. Retribution is guided in its excrcise by established principle as to what to
punish, who to punish and how to punish.

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II. RETRIBUTION AND THE PUNISHMENT OF CORPORATE CRIMINAL
Introduction

The corporation evolved from its early days (14th century) as a depository of property
and privileges for the church, towns and boroughs, and guilds, to the 16th century as a
vehicle for capitalization and management,” e.g. East India Co., to the modern day as a
business entity of collective ownership and shared responsibilities.” The medieval law
based on individual responsibility has not been able to keep up with the rapid change in
the size, function, complexity and problems of the corporation.™ In fact, few if any .had
given ... systematic thought to whether the law’s approach makes sense vis-a-vis corpora-
tions, labor unions, foundations, and the like - the ,atoms, of contemporary social action. ,’

The law in seeking to control corporations confronts conceptual as well as practical
problems.

Conceptually, since the corperation cannot act and think for itself, it can do no wrong.’®
Practically speaking, it is very difficult to pin point legal responsibility on any one employee,
in as much as ,the information and acts are distributed among many different employees
engaged in various functional groups within the corporation.,” It is as difficult to hold
senior management responsible. They are naturally not informed of operational details.
Some of them are also deliberately sheltered from bad news from below.”

In sum, it is very difficult to assess blame and place responsibility upon a collective
entity with shared mission but divided responsibilities. Nowhere is the difficulty made
more apparent than in the application of the concept of restitution to a corporate criminal.

Retribution and the corporate person
Retribution is an ethical concept. It is concerned with justice, fairmess and above all

morality - ideas and principles that only highly devcloped persons can share. ™ The
fundamental concept of retribution from the Old Testament  to Kant spoke in terms of

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culpable individuals deserving retributive punishment and moral wrong requiring reparatory
adjustment. In the punishment of corporate criminal, especially in the application of
retribution principles, three questions can be raised:

What corporate conducts should be punished?

Who should be held responsible for corporate misconduct?

(3)How should corporate criminals be punished?

What corporate conducts should be punished?
Retribution and moral wrong

All retribution theorists start from one basic premise: a moral wrong has been com-
mitted requiring reparation. The theorists differ not only in what they consider to be an
immoral conduct but also how to look for it. The Old Testament borrowed heavily from
the biblical teachings as revealed by the Holy Spirit. Kant spoke in terms of natural law
made evidence by pure reason to be incorporated in positive laws. Morris looked at the

_law protecting the general will and common welfarc. Feinberg relied on public attitude to
register their ,resentment and indignation, of wrong doings. None of the theorists are
very helpful in deciding what corporation conducts are morally wrong.

Kanr and moral wrong

Kant is not very informative as to what substantive crime pure reason will disallow.”®
Kant observed that:

Laws of Morality is not drawn from cbservation of oneself or of our animal nature,
nor from perception of the course of the world in regard to what happened... Reason
commands how we ought to act ... nor does Reason give any regard to the Advantage
which may accrue 10 us by so acting ..., 7

Thus stated, the idea of right or wrong is uncenditional and non-experiential. It exists
a priori, prior to any posterior and relative knowledge. It is unaffected by human nature
nor influenced by personal experience, nor is it concerned with social conditions and
practical consequences.” The ,supreme principle, of the ,science of morals, is the .cat-
egorical imperative,, i.e. jact according to a Maxim which can likewise be valid as a
Universal Law.,”™ The only substantive moral rule is wevery Action is right which in itself,
or in the maxim on which it proceeds, is such that it can co-exist with the freedom of every
other, according to a universal Law, any onc dees me a wrong who hinders me in the
performance of this condition. ,*

Since, pure reason of a person is not susceptible to validation or challenge by others,®
‘Kant's ,categorical imperative, cannot be disputed. Because the categorical imperative is

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not experiential and material based, it is not subjected to empirical verification.®” What
makes for a universal rule promoting individual freedom is highly speculative and overtly
subjective. In the end, the rejection of experientialism and consequentialism does not
readily provide a practical way to ascertain right and wrong.® The discovery of moral
wrong becomes an endless debate and constant struggle with no end in sight.

In sum, pure reason unaffected by personality and devoid of experience is a logical
impossibility. One who is not informed of the past nor instructed about the future has no
value foundation to work from. ,A prioi cognition, constrained only by the .categorical
imperative, and ,universality maxim, does not inform upon what constitutes right and
wrong, much less be able to provide a basis for conduct guide, policy debate, legislation
enactment, and judicial decision making. As aptly pointed out by one scholar:

.The moral law (the categorical imperative) springs from pure reason, i.e. from our
reason in that mode of its operation which is not to any extent conditioned by empirical
(material) factors. Issuing as it does from pure reason, the moral law is therefore by
necessity a merely formal paradigm, an abstract form, completely indeterminate in so far
as reference to the empirical dimension of reality is concerned. Our maxim, on the other
hand, which need to be tested in some way or other by this prescriptive law, are material
principles, concrete principles, namely empirically determined (and subjective) rules of
voluntary action. ,®

All choices are logically acceptable - if they are derived from free will. In this sense
the classical retributionists fail to articulate clear and ascertainable substantive principles
to guide our search for corporate misconduct. It also fails to provide us with objective
means to evaluate the .correctness, of a corporation's moral choices. Last, but not least,
it fails to provide the corporation executives with rules and guidance in interpreting and
applying the moral imperatives they discovered.

Public opinion and moral wrong
Some have suggested that as a compromise people should look at public sentiments.

Lord Devlin would ask the ,man in the Chapham omnibus.,* Public opinion poll may be
a rough indicator.®! Legislature, grand juries and trial juries all reflected public moral

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stance.¥” In this regard, the Court has opted for a mechanic approach to ascertaining the
notion of fairness.® However, all of these fall far short of what is required by Kant: ,The
act of Choice that can be determined by pure reason, constitutes the act of Fee Will. The
act whichwis determinable as a sensuous impulse or stimulus would be irrational brute
Choice.

Public opinions expressed through legislature, juries, or polls, hold no sway with Kant's
idea of right and wrong and cannot be used to guide public policies or used as conduct
norm for the following reasons: First, the opinion of the public may or may not be guided
by pure reason and likely to be influenced by personal disposition, self-interests, emotions,
feelings, and external influences and pressure.? Second, the search for the right moral rule
is an individual determination process and not a collective deliberation exercise.?® Third,
individual will as informed by pure reason is exercised autonomously. Public consensus
or parliamentary majority cannot be used to over-ride individual autonomous will.#2

Categorical (moral) imperatives and practical (material) maxims®

Given an ascertainable categorical imperative, there is still a problem of extracting the
proper conduct norms (practical maxims). Whether a conduct is right or wrong cannot be
answered totally in the abstract. Conduct norm cannot be deduced from moral principles
without any contextual reference. Killing another human being becomes a murder when
it is done under morally unacceptable circumstances.® What is or what is not morally
acceptable depends on the attending facts and circumstances of each case. A person, who

Every time a judge or jury decide to acquit a criminal, he/they are drawing a line on the

morality map, explicating what is acceptable or unacceptable. Criminal law violations,

enforcement, prosecution and convictions all help to continuously define the outer boundary
of morality.

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is unaware that the victim does not consent to having sexual intercourse, cannot be held
accountable for rape.'® A person who does not know all the facts cannot be expected to
tell the whole truth.

The moral law (the law of pure practical reason) is an empirically empty principle, a
purely formal principle A maxim, on the other hand, is an empirically determined principle
and a material rule of action with the following linguistic structure: when I am in such-and-
such a type of empirical circumstances, I will adopt such-and-such rule as my action guide.

It is obvious that the completely formal (empirically empty) law of pure practical reason
is not a standard of evaluation that can be applied directly to our material (empirically
determined) rules of action, any more than the universal, completely formal categories of
transcendental understanding are frameworks of cognition that can be applied directly to
our particular, material, manifolds, sensory based intuitions.'®!

Indeterminacy of corporate responsibilities

The standard case for the retribution model is one of: a discrete act, perpetrated by
a single individual, happened at a point of time, targeted at an identifiable victim, and
causing immediate, noticeable injury or damage. Finally there are limited contextual,
circumstances and situational factors to be considered. The typical example would be
murder, which Kant used to illustrate his theory of retribution. The moral imperative is
clear: ,thou shall not kill., The conduct norm (maxim) is easy to derive: ,thou shall not
kill unjustifiably., The interpretation and application of the maxim is unproblematic. When
the applicable rule (categorical imperative, practical maxim, and interpretation rule) is clear
and attending circumstantial considerations few - right and wrong can casily be established.
Moral imperative and practical maxim converged. There is no need to draw any excep-
tions. Moral indignation!? is high when damage is tangible, harm is focused, victim and
offender are identifiable and fear of crime is transferable.'™ Then and only then, iy moral
responsibility not questionable.

These conditions usually do not obtain in the modern business world, where corporate
morality and criminality has to be determined amidst a large array of circumstantial facts
and situational factors. Corporation misconducl is often characterized by the fact that they
are the products of an amalgamation of many inter-dependent and inter-related activities
and events. It can be a culmination of events conducted over a protracted period of time.
It can be a combination of activities occurring at the same time. Most of the acuvities,
viewed independently, are of a morally neutral nature. Taken together they breached a

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moral norm. Each of the aclivity is a necessary but not sufficient condition for attaching
moral guilt. All are necessary to demonstrate a moral transgression. The moral wrong
can thus be described as a sct of patterned or structured activities. This scenario raiscs
the ultimate question: which event or activity, in sequence or combination, constitutes a
corporate immoral conduct. Given the multitude of business activates being conducted, it
is difficult to come up with any universal moral principle, which, when applied, is not
subjected to some exceptions. A prieri categorical moral imperative as supplied Kant, even
if conceivable in the abstract, will have few utility as conduct guide for the corporation in
practice. The contingent nature of the practical maxim, the infinite possibilitics generated
by the combination of events, the dynamic naturc of interacting cvents, the evolving
contextual circumstances, invites ad hoc judgment of the moral propriety of each and every
patterned action, in point of time. It is the differcnce between fixed, absolution, and
universal categorical rules verses evolving and indetcrminate practical maxims that allows
for the practice of situational ethics; a practice which is condemned by Kant as crcating
materially based conduct norms not worthy of moral consideration.

In practical terms, the ever changing circumstances and fast moving operational reality
of the business environment invites open disregard of any fixed moral and legal norms.
The lack of established moral imperatives promotes corporate decisions and conducts which
are based on contingent ,sets, of material circumstances. Afier the fact judgment of right
or wrong, though serving emotional needs (retribution or revenge), are not helpful in
placing moral blame, especially when the critical events as perceived by the key actors
diverge substantially from that of the affected victim, reviewing judge, or interested public.
The contingency nature of the conduct norms allows for good faith interpretation and
debate. The lack of consensus in turn detracts from the legal correctness, moral authority
and political legitimacy of any conduct norm based on retribution.

A categorical imperative or practical maxim governing corporate decisions or conducts
must anticipate all the contingencies of such collective and dynamic effort. It also has to
make allowance for the changing nature of the make up of the group. General admonition
is next to useless. Universal, simple and clear-cut conduct norms are impossible to design.

Given this standard case for modern corporate criminality, the determination of conduct
norm or practical maxim cannot be easily ascertained. An action is not morally right or
wrong universally and categorically but more or less wrong contextually and relatively. It
is only wrong if done in a certain time, manner, place, and under certain conditions and
context. The excepting conditions are so many and varied that any universal normative
principle is inherently suspected. The deviations from the norm are so numerous that they
swallowed the rule. That perhaps is the real reason why people's feclings towards corporate
criminality are ambivalent. Clear unequivocal moral principles are casy to communicate,
advocate and defend. Simple unambiguous cthic rules arouse strong feelings. A condi-
tional rule, which is contingent on a set of yet to materialized circumstances, is difficult to
explain to an audience. An unclear and uncertain rule seldom generates strongly held
conviction and elicit deeply felt emotional response. Both the tentativeness nature and
future uncertain orientation of the corporate norms, detracts from building a consensus
over the wrongfulness of a corporate act.

Distributive justice and individual justice: Bentham or Kant

Most immoral acts. that come to mind are without any social redeeming value. Killing
a person without justification is murder. Wounding others without excuse is an assault.
Having sex with another without consent is a rape. These are all instances of wrongful
conduct perpetrated on one member of a society by another member of the same society.
One person's gain is another' peril. The activity engaged in has no extrinsic functional
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value and intrinsic moral worth. Maiming and hurting has no moral value or instrumental
utility beyond satisfying ones subjective needs for revenge or money. '™

Corporate conducts are rarely without any social redeeming value and moral worth.
In fact, they arc often functional in creating wealth for some and social goods for all. The
size of ITT allows it to monopolize the market but also provides more access to long
distancc phone services through broader coverage and lower rates. Making tires creatcs
pollution but facilitates travel. The Ford pinto killed innocent drivers but saved the
consumers an average of $11.00 per car. Even the victims of the burnt vehicles enjoyed
the fruit of consumerism (a cheaper vehicle), until they fell victim to the accident. Extra
earnings are made availablc for other socially beneficial activitics; e.g. comununity devel-
opment or safety rescarch,'®

The point I am trying to make is that there is not only an individual justice issues -
how to repatriate the wrong, which pre-occupies the retributionists and dominant traditional
crime and punishment analysts. There is also a distributive justice issue - how social goods
should be shared and community welfare improved, which seldom if ever is seriously taken
into account in retribution debates. In any one case, the cost benefit analysis may be
weighted differently from one case to another but seldom are business decisions not rational
and without counterbalancing cconomic and social utilities; if not even moral ones.'™ No
act is in fact categorically bad, as suggested by Kant, only rclatively so.

Without a proper moral calculus, which the retributionists refuse to consider, it is
difficult to condemn an act as unjust to all those who are implicaled or affected by it. The
final arbiter of corporate social (moral?) responsibility is not the moral philosopher but
practical policy makers as echoing the wants and needs of the public. The best forum to
debate the propriety of the corporate conduct is not in criminal courts but in the legislature
and court of public opinion.17

Justice principles in conflict

All along we have assumed the validity and primacy of using retribution as basis of
assigning moral and criminal responsibility. The popularity and appeal of Kant's categor-
ical imperative rests with its simplistic elegance. If we should diverge from this simplistic
model an interesting, if controversial question, is raised as to how the retribution model

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can accommodate other conflicting moral principles.'™ As suggested in the section above
corporation actions are not entircly without other social values and moral claims, e.g.
promoting social welfare in general or saving life of another in particular. What happens
if Kant's categorical imperative comes into conflict with other equally significant moral
principles? Should a corporation ever take the life of a persen or in the alternative refuse
to save the life of a person so that other people’s life can be preserved?'™ Should it ever
lie to improve human conditions?'® Should it be able to prioritize its use of resource so
that the benefits of its product are available to some and not others?'% Ultimately should
it engage in any business at all? After all industrial enterprises have inherent risks of life
and limb.1¥7 All corporate choice of action has atiending costs and benefits. In most
instances they are calculated in economic units: financial resources. But the reference to
an economic media of exchange should not obscure the ethical nature of such choices.
Building a car kills. Installing an air bag saves life, Putting more money in productivity
studies (enhancing human potential) means lesser money for other safety-related research
(having the effect of destroying life). What is the ultimate justification of saving the life of
one over that of another?'® The refusal to deal with the issue of competing moral principled
detracts from the moral strength of the categorical rule. The public is right in rejecting
the proposition that corporate misconduct is entirely inimical to social welfare or morality,
i.e. without social redecming value of one sort or another. Their lukewarm attitude to
corporate crimes reflected as much.'®

A latent function of any theory of punishment is to determine who deserves to be
punished? Hart called this ,distribution of punishment issue. ,'* Distribution of punishment
raises two broad types of question: whether the corporation should be punished? Who in
the corporation should be punished?

Retribution requires that punishment falls only on people who are morally at fault;
those who voluntarily and intentionally engaged in a crime.!!¢ In as much as a corporation
is not an individual person the question of moral culpability is a question of continuous
debate.!!” Some have argued that the concept of retribution should change to adjust to social
needs.!'® Others suggested concurrent punishment of offending corporation and individu-
als."@ It is now commen to quote Baron Thurlow that corporation .has no soul to be
damned, and no body to be kicked.,' The stalement stresses three fundamental im-
possibilities in treating the corporation as a jural person: a corporation cannot harbor .evil,
intent because it has no mind of its own, a corporation has no yautonomous . volition because
it cannot act by itsell and represents itself in a court of law, and the corporation cannot
suffer the pains or guilt of punishment because it has no feeling or conscience. A fourth
disability can be added. A corporation, created by state charter to conduct legitimate
business, cannot act illegally bevond its legal authority. ™' For retribution debate the critical
dimension is whether moral culpability can be imposed on an impersonal entity. 2

Summary

PARLIAMENTARY IMMUNITY

Parliamentary immunity is a constitutional guarantee that protects the special legal
status of members of parliament. In parliamentary law, it appears as parliamentary
non-liability and parliamentary inviolability. The former exempts a member of parliament
from the general regime of liability for acts committed in the performance of his/her
duties, whereas the latter precludes prosecution and application of other measures in-
volving his/her arrest, though not in case of acts which are not directly associated with
his/her official duties.

The paper includes the contents and effects of parliamentary immunity in comparative
parliamentary law, taking France, Germany, Austria and Yugoslavia as examples. It is
also pointed at the limited reach of protection by immunity in the Yugoslav parliamentary
practises.

Summary

STATUS AND ROLE OF THE PARLIAMENTARY COMMITTEES IN
THE EXISTING PARLIAMENTS OF THE WEST EUROPEAN
DEMOCRACIES

Like caryatids in parliamentary architecturc and the most relevant segment of the
parliamentary being, the parliamentary committees substantially characterise and give a
democratic .seal, to any parliament, thanks to their structure and nature, proceedings
and decision-making. In considering the actual statws, functions and importance of par-
liamnentary . smmittees in the light of parliamentary policy ‘making and conducting, the
status and role of parliament in the broader institutional arrangement of authority should
he taken into account. By virtue of its democratic and pluralistic nature and ¢s a rule,
heterogencous party composition, the parliament, as the focus and chief forum for policy
making and excrcising party compeltencies, is the gravity pillar without which no modern
political system could operate. Of course, in order to understand the modern nature and
rcal forces or reaches of a parliament, it would be necessary to go into the general

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organisational and institutional context and thc party system, as well as the concrete
balance of social forces.

Despite certain oscillations in the relations between the legislative and executive
bodies, the parliament is nowadays an important and respectable, as well as unavoidable
factor of political decision-making. Only a democratic and competitive parliament, which
is also influential and responsible, as well as productive legislative centre, can meet new
requirecments and needs of thc modern political age.

Summary

RIGHT TO OBLIGATORY SHARE UNDER THE 1995 INHERITANCE LAW
OF SERBIA

The right to obligatory share can be regulated in different ways.

The following are the key issues in the regulation of the right to an obligatory sharc:
legal nature of the right to an obligatory share, who may determine the legal nature of
the right to an obligatory share, means for the exercise and protection of the right to
an obligatory share, persons who cannot be disinherited and magnitude and modality of
calculating the obligatory share.

The 1995 Inheritance Law of Serbia introduced many novelties in connection with
the right to an obligatory share of the estate.

The mentioned law has set the right to an obligatory share as a contractual right in
principle. This solution is acceptable, although it should have introduced a whole series
of provisions regulating the legal and factual status of a person who cannot be disinherited

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when such right is determined as a contractual one. What should have been done in
particular was to introduce the classical and possibly somc new means of securing the
rights of the persons that cannot be disinherited. The law makes no reference to interest.

My opinion is that a person who cannol be disinherited should be entitled to interest
pending the setlement of his‘her claim. Although the law does not expressly provide
50, it should be possible pursuant to a broader interpretation of the existing provisions,
to take out a mortgage on the inherited estate in favour of the person concerned.

The inheritance law also includes a special provision authorising the court to convert
the right to an obligatory share into a real right at the request of the non-disinheritable
person concerned. This provision is also acceptable. Even so, it is quile defective because
it gives no instructions to the court concerning its application, Moreover, it does not
show whether the court may decide to accommodate a non-disinheritable person partly
by giving him a thing from the estate and partly in money. This provision provides that
the right to an obligatory share may be converted into real right only at the request of
the non-disinheritable person concerned.

Despite these deficiencies, [ think that it is possible already now to take some
positions on the application of this provision. The following should be taken into account
in appraising the validity of such claims: total assets of the non-disheritable person
concerned, his/her dwelling conditions and state of health, state of health of members
of his/her family/household and his/her other circumstances. It should be made possible
for court to accommodate a non-disinheritable person partly by giving him a thing from
the estate and partly in money.

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Summary
HEIR'S LIABILITY FOR TESTATOR'S DEBTS

In consequence of the acquisition of the testator's cstate and transfer of the latter's
rights to his/her heir(s), there arises the question of the heir's liability for the testator's
debts. As a rule, a testator's debts are the basic, but not also the sole kind debts involving
liability. They also include the costs incurred in connection with funeral, execution of
the testator's last will, opening of the probate proccedings, management and securing of
the estate and payment of obligatory share of inheritance as an obligatory right and
execution of instructions and legacy. The expression testator's debts is completely inap-
propriate for thesc costs which evidently were not incurred in the testator's lifetime on
the basis of inter vivos arrangements and which have to be paid. The expression debts
of the estate is more acceptable because its broadness makes it possible for all of the
mentioned debts to be turned into one.

The heir's personal liability for debts of the estate has been determined. However,
in case of some debts (cost of funeral and probatc proceedings) and certain other cases,
also real liability is determined, i.e., liability with the estate itself (in separation of the
estate from the heir's property, establishment of the heir on the suspensive or resolutory
condition or term of their realisation,ctc.). An heir is liable for debts with his/her own
and inherited property, up to the value of inherited property. However, the determination
of the value of inherited property, as a measure of liability of each heir, can give rise
to certain difficulties because of the non-existence of the obligation to take an inventory
of and evaluate the estate, the obligation of the heirs to file their claims and an excessively
long time limit set for the waiver of inheritance. All this points at the necessity of
amending the section dealing with the liability for debts, involving the introduction of
liability for debts of the estate, determination of what they consist of and order in which
they are to be settled. Such amendments should be followed by the introduction of new
institutions and alteration of the existing ones with a view to facilitating and expediting
the determination of the value of inherited property. In this way, the aspiraton for
directness in the acquisition of rights and performance of duties, set by the estate ac-
quisition system ipso jure, could be materialised more casily.

Summary
LABOUR MARKET AND WELFARE PROGRAMME FOR THE IMPLOYED

The labour market was one of the categories that were analysed in the classical
school of economic theory. The elements of the labour market were also treated in the
scope of integral market. Starting from Smith who attached importance to habits, status,
education, occupation, etc., to his followers who formulated the Say law of market and
who claim that the problem of effective market demand is non existent; Malthus who
found that the national output and its increase are not in keeping with and proportionate
to the increase of the work done; Marx who takes labour force as a good whose value
is determined by the time necessary for the production of the goods it is made of; Keynes
who is of the opinion that it is possible to establish a balance also when the labour force
is underemployed; and the neo-classical concept of marginal labour productivity as a
factor of productivity, the labour market survived and is surviving various definitions
and qualifications.

Although the labour market is more complex and interfective than other markets, it
has a lot of characteristics and rules in common with them. While decreases in the price
of goods on the market tend to raise the demand in goods and decrease the supply in
them in reality, something different can be seen on the labour market. In addition, in
case of high unemployment, real wages do not decrease as quickly as it could be expected
on the basis of current supply (the process is slowed down because of the strong action
of labour unions, market segmentation, etc.).

The attempt of the socialist economies to develop goods markets in the absence of
labour and capital markets failed and resulted in an enormous number of unemployed
people. When hidden unemployment is added to the registered one, the probicm becomes
a big one, showing itself in its true light and manifesting its gravity. Now, when it is
more than clear that the labour market is and must be an integral part of the total market
- the totality and integral parts of which have been the subject matter of continuous
disputes - it is more than difficult and complicated for something which has been dying
for a long time now to remain alive.
